EASTER SEASON 2016                      
  

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
Easter is our season to celebrate Jesus’ victory over sin and death; a victory which we all share – new life now 

and life eternal with our Risen Savior.  This season let’s explore the seven “I AM” sayings of Jesus.  
“I am” was the name of God before Jesus.  You may recall that wonderful burning bush scene in Exodus.  God 

called to Moses from the bush to go to Egypt and tell the Pharaoh – “let my people go!”  Moses asked God for His 
name.  God had already made Himself known to the people - but they didn’t know His name - Moses asked and God 
answered “YAHWEH” which means, “I am who I am.”   

Years later, Jesus was born into the world and in Him we get a closer glimpse and clearer idea of God.  In fact in 
John’s gospel Jesus used the phrase “I am” to describe Himself in seven different ways to help us understand how 
much our God is active in our lives and ready to save us from our sin and death.  

 

For your DEVOTIONS: 
On the back are Bible passages, a Bible Song guide, and stories for little ones for use in your personal or family 
devotions this Easter season.  We invite you to use them in the context of the Faith 5, but however you use them, 
we hope they enrich your days!  May they help you have a blessed Easter season!  
 

Now a word about the calendar of readings:   
Families in Bible Song Sunday School:  look at the first lines reading across the week.  You’ll find both pages for 
the story and pages for recording the Faith 5 in your family’s “Word Spreads” Journal.  This season I hope 
families will join the youth and adults by reading the Bible verses and learning Jesus’ “I am” sayings together. 
The line marked simply “BIBLE” is for all adults and youth and this season Bible Song families too.  Each Sunday 
we’ll all read the Bible Song story’s key verse.  Each Saturday we’ll read Sunday worship’s Gospel lesson.  In 
between, we’ll read the seven “I AM” sayings and related verses. 
The final line marked “READ with ME BIBLE” is for families with children who are too young for Sunday School.  
You’ll start your week with a verse from the Bible – the “I am” saying for the week.  Then you’ll read a story from 
Jesus’ life that helps little ones understand Jesus in that way.  If you don’t have a “Read with Me Bible” and want 
one – just let me know!
